What is your genetic suspectibility or risk for developing cancer?

Some families seem to have more than their fair share of cancer, and the answer may be in
their genes.

You or your family members may have a hereditary type of cancer if:

' You or a relative was diagnosed with cancer before the age of 50.
1 Many relatives in your family have had cancer.
' Two or more of your relatives have had the same type of cancer.

' You or a relative has had more than one primary cancer (different from metastasis or
recurrence)

'l You or a relative has had a rare or unusual type of cancer or rare precancerous finding
(examples include male breast cancer, five or more precancerous colorectal polyps, etc.)

If you have checked one or more of the above, you may benefit from seeing a genetic
counselor at the Cotton-O’Neil Cancer Center — and you are encouraged to discuss this with
your primary care physician.
